Rising second graders will also be responsible for THREE projects. These projects are required and 

should be turned in for credit the first day of school. Projects may be done on any of the books from 

the required reading list.  Please note, however, that each child MUST read a nonfiction or poetry 

book in addition to the fiction books they are reading.  This is an introduction to other genres. 

 

Summer reading projects are as follows: 

• Choose one of the required reading books and create a colorful bookmark depicting the main 

character.  

• Create a poster illustrating in four squares the sequence of events in the story line of a 

required book.  

• Decorate a cardboard box illustrating four themes or events from a required reading.  

• Each child MUST read a nonfiction or poetry book in addition to the fiction books they are 

reading.  This is an introduction to other genres.
